	ENTRY


The attorney examiner finds:

(1) On January 12, 2004, a prehearing conference was held in this case.  Parties representing the Ohio Central Railroad (Ohio Central) and Cledith Palmer (Complainant), as well as a Commission rail inspector and a Commission attorney examiner, were present.
(2) As a result of the January 12, 2004, prehearing conference, counsel for Complainant, representatives of the Ohio Central, and the Commission rail inspector agreed to meet at Complainant’s property to evaluate the condition of a fence along the right-of-way of the Ohio Central tracks on Complainant’s property.  In addition to the evaluation, the parties will determine a timetable for the Ohio Central to repair or replace the fence.  The date selected for the meeting at Complainant’s property is January 25, 2005, at 1:00 p.m.  
(3) The attorney examiner expects that at the January 25, 2005, meeting the Complainant and Ohio Central be represented by persons having authority to finalize an agreement concerning repair or replacement of the fence.  The attorney examiner further expects all parties at the January 25, 2005, meeting to cooperate toward such a resolution, and that the Commission rail inspector will submit a report to the attorney examiner summarizing results of the meeting by February 8, 2005.  If the parties are unable to agree upon a settlement, a hearing will be scheduled in this matter through a subsequent entry.
It is, therefore,

ORDERED, That representatives of Complainant, the Ohio Central, and the Commission rail inspector meet as directed in Finding (2) above and work cooperatively toward a resolution of the complaint as directed in Findings (2) and (3) above.  It is, further,

ORDERED, That a copy of this Entry be served upon all parties of record.
