Sheet Revision Numbering -  Revision numbers also appear in the upper right corner of the page.  These numbers are used to determine the most current page version on file with the Commission. APPLICATION OF TARIFF TC "
APPLICATION OF TARIFF" \l "1"
This tariff sets forth the service offerings, rates and terms and conditions of service applicable to the furnishing of private line telecommunications services by Charter Fiberlink OH - CCO, LLC (“Company”) to Customers within the State of Ohio.

All telephone companies are subject to the commission’s rules for minimum telephone service standards (MTSS) found in chapter 4901:1-5 of the Administrative Code. Customers have certain rights and responsibilities under the Minimum Telephone Service Standards. These safeguards can be found in the Appendix to Ohio Adm. Code 4901:1-5-03, which is entitled “Telephone Customer Rights and Responsibilities.” These rights and responsibilities include complaint handling, ordering or changing service, service repair, payment of bills, and disconnection and reconnection of service.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

1.1
Late Payment Charges

The Company reserves the right to assess late payment charges for Customers whose account(s) carries principal owing from the prior billing period.  Any charges not paid in full by the due date indicated on the billing statement may be subject to a late fee of 1.5% per month.  
1.2
Deposits
The Company may, in some instances, require deposits from Customers as a condition to establishing service.  Prior to imposing a deposit requirement, the Company will provide a Customer with an opportunity to establish financial responsibility in accordance with the provisions of Chapters 4901:1-5 and 4901:1-17 of the Ohio Administrative Code, including the option of providing a third party guarantor in lieu of such a deposit.  If the Customer cannot show financial responsibility in accordance with those Chapters, then a cash deposit may be required.  Any such cash deposit received by the Company will not exceed two hundred thirty percent of the estimated average monthly bill for the individual customer’s regulated services for the ensuing twelve months.

Bad Check Charge
If payment for Service is made by a check, draft, or similar instrument (collectively “Check”) that is returned to the Company unpaid by a bank or another financial institution for any reason, the Company will bill the Customer twenty-five dollars ($25.00).  In addition, the Customer may be required to replace the returned Check with a payment in cash or equivalent to cash, such as a cashier’s check, certified check or money order.
