 5.2.6 Common Multiplexing 
 

Common Multiplexing is provided on a usage sensitive basis in conjunction with Tandem-
Switched Transport. Switched access facilities are connected to the tandem as DS1 
circuits. Multiplexing is required to convert common switched facilities from an operating 
speed of 44.736 Mbps to an operating speed of 1.544 Mbps. 

 
5.2.7 Common Trunk Port 

 
The Common Trunk Port used by multiple customers provides for the termination of common 
transport trunks in common end office trunk ports in conjunction with tandem routed traffic. 
The Common Trunk Port rate is assessed on a usage sensitive basis on tandem routed 
switched access. This rate will also be assessed on all minutes of use originating or 
terminating at a RSS/RSM. 
 

 5.2.8 Host-Remote Transport 
 

The Host Remote Termination rate is assessed to all switched minutes transported between 
the Host office and a RSM or RSS. Host Remote rates apply to all Feature Groups used to 
connect to the Host office. 

 
The Host-Remote Facility rate applies on a per minute per mile basis to all switched access 
minutes transported between the Host office and a RSM and RSS, regardless of the type of 
Switched Transport service the customer uses to connect to the Host office. 

 
5.2.9 Interconnection Charge 

 
The interconnection Charge provides for interconnection with he Company's Switch Access 
network.  This rate element will be applied to all Switched Access calls that originate or 
terminate at a Company end office.
