Cincinnati Bell Extended Territories LLC (CBET) is filing an application to revise General Services Tariff, PUCO No. 1, Section 4 – Exchange Areas.  With this filing, CBET will no longer provide service via UNE-P.

CBET is converting UNE-P customers in Bellbrook to full facilities.  With this conversion, these customers will become part of the SBC Service Area A.  Bellbrook customers will receive an expanded local calling area and be able to purchase additional services with this change.

Due to low customer demand, CBET grandfathered Local Exchange Service for Spring Valley Exchange customers on December 6, 2007.   Effective April 1, 2008, CBET is withdrawing Local Exchange Service to Spring Valley Exchange customers.

CBET only offers Tier 2 services, i.e. packages, in the Spring Valley Exchange.  Therefore, per Chapter 4901:1-6 O.A.C., withdrawal of this service is subject to a zero-day notice filing.   

In February, CBET sent a customer notice letter, via U.S. mail, to each Spring Valley Exchange customer affected by the withdrawal of Local Exchange Service.  (A copy of this customer notice is shown in Exhibit D.)   In addition to the customer notice by letter, attempts were made to contact each customer by telephone during the month of March to ensure each customer was aware of the need to change service providers prior to the withdrawal date of April 1, 2008.
