On behalf of Autumn Industries, Inc., I am asking for a fifteen day extension of time from June 15 to June 30 for temporary operating authority for Autumn Industries to operate as a transporter of hazardous materials for hire as part of the Alliance.  Last month, Autumn Industries made the decision that it would have to cease operations.  Subsequent to that decision, it was necessary to notify shippers of its decision as Autumn Industries is contractually bound to give thirty days notice to such shippers.
