On behalf of Buckeye Telesystem, Inc. (“Buckeye” or “the Applicant”), I am submitting an application in the above case to amend Certificate No. 90-9037 by adding the Fostoria exchange area in Seneca County and the Norwalk exchange in Huron County to its service areas and local calling areas and updating its maps to reflect those changes.  The Applicant currently serves customers in northwest Ohio, mainly in Lucas, Wood, and Erie Counties, and plans to offer services in Norwalk and Fostoria.  Norwalk is wholly within Huron County, but Fostoria sits on the boundary of three counties, with a portion of the city in Wood, Hancock, and Seneca.  The Applicant already is certified to offer service in Hancock and Wood Counties, but wishes to add that portion of Seneca County in which Fostoria sits.

In addition to the Telecommunications Application form, enclosed is an affidavit from Thomas K. Dawson, Exhibit A (Current Tariffs), Exhibit B (Proposed Tariff Pages), Exhibit C (Description of and Rationale for the Proposed Certificate Amendment and Tariff Change), a list of Ohio counties specifically involved or affected, a copy of the Proposed Market Area (PMA) for CLEC’s Provision of local service, and a list of case numbers relating to Interconnection Agreements between Buckeye on the one hand, and AT&T Ohio, Sprint United dba EMBARQ, Verizon North, MCI Metro, Sage Telecom, Benton Ridge, and BullsEye Telecom on the other hand.   Buckeye seeks authorization to serve the Norwalk exchange in Huron County and that portion of the Fostoria exchange that sits in Seneca County. 

Buckeye has not sent out a customer notice because it is not seeking to remove any exchanges from its Certificate.  Please permit the proposed tariffs to become effective on February 13, 2009.  Please also reissue Certificate No. 90-9037 to Buckeye with authorization to serve the Fostoria exchange area in Seneca County and the Norwalk exchange area in Huron County.
