The attorney examiner finds:

(1) On November 13, 2000, Attorney Patrick J. Donlin, Sr. (com​plainant) filed a complaint against Ameritech Ohio (now known as SBC Ohio) alleging that respondent had improperly billed and wrongfully disconnected him.

(2) By entry dated April 30, 2002, this matter was set for a hearing on June 5, 2002.  

(3) On June 5, 2002, the attorney examiner granted a motion by counsel for respondent for continuance due to the fact he had recently taken over this case from prior counsel and needed additional time to prepare for hearing.  Additionally, the attorney examiner found that, in light of the change in counsel, a telephonic settlement conference should be scheduled for July 10, 2002.

(4) At the appointed time for the settlement conference, complainant failed to join the conference call.  Subsequently, the attorney examiner contacted complainant on July 10, 2002 and July 22, 2002, regarding his failure to participate.  Counsel for complainant agreed to contact counsel for respondent, discuss resolution of the complaint and report back to the Commission.

(5) No further contact from complainant has been received by the Commission.  The attorney examiner has recently contacted complainant’s office on February 1, 2005 and February 7, 2005 to inquire regarding the status of this case.  Complainant failed to respond to those contacts.

(6) This matter should now be set for hearing to allow complainant a final opportunity to proceed with his case.  In the event complainant fails to appear on the scheduled hearing date, the complaint will be subject to dismissal for failure to prosecute.    

It is, therefore,

ORDERED, That this matter is scheduled for hearing on March 15, 2005, at 10:00 a.m., in Hearing Room 11-D, at the offices of the Commission, 180 East Broad Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-3793.  It is, further,

ORDERED, That failure of complainant to appear and proceed on the date scheduled shall be grounds for dismissal.  It is, further,

ORDERED, That a copy of this entry be served upon all parties of record.
