On April 10, 2020, Columbia Gas of Ohio, Inc. (“Columbia”) filed an application seeking authority to decrease its Percentage of Income Payment Plan (“PIPP”) rider from $0.1427 per Mcf to $0.0609 per Mcf, resulting in an overall decrease of $0.0818 per Mcf. This filing provided for the implementation of a proposed rate designed to recover the projected level of arrears expected to occur during the next twelve-month period, less an over-collection of $5,874,820.25. 

On May 20, 2020, the Commission issued an order in this case in which it approved Columbia’s application. Pursuant that order, Columbia has attached the following tariff sheets that provide for implementation of this rate change effective with meter readings on and after May 29, 2020.
