Dear Ms. Troupe:

On September 18, 2024, auditor Daymark Energy Advisors, Inc., filed a request for a Change Order to increase the budget for the audit in this case. According to Daymark, “[i]n total our estimated remaining cost for testimony is $38,000, so the requested increase is $18,000.”

In the PUCO’s November 4, 2020 Entry issuing a Request for Proposal for audit services in this case, the PUCO made it clear that consumers would not be charged for the audit services. The Entry said that Ohio Edison Company, The Cleveland Electric Illuminating Company, and The Toledo Edison Company shall “bear the cost of the audit services of the contractor chosen by the Commission.” See November 4, 2020 Entry at ¶ 27.

If the PUCO approves Daymark’s request, it should reiterate that consumers will not be charged for the audit and the budget increase requested in the Change Order.
