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RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE DISTRIBUTION

AND SALE OF GAS


In no case shall the total of refunds exceed the amount deposited for the extension.  Deposits will not draw interest.  All extensions shall be the property of the Company.


The Company shall have no obligation to make any extensions during the months of December, January, February, or March.


Where a main extension is deemed economically justified at the Company's expense, based upon a cost-benefit study, no deposit shall be required.

SECTION IV - GENERAL

OBLIGATION TO SERVE

A.
Core Market. The Company is obligated to serve on a firm service basis; (1) 100 percent of Residential customers, (2) 100 percent of the remaining Human Needs customers and (3) 100 percent of the remaining Firm Service customers.  Together the above customers constitute the Company's "Core Market". 



(1)
Human Needs Customer.   The category "Human Needs" includes any service account where the use of natural gas is for space heating of a permanent residence or for use by a governmental agency or public service organization which provides emergency or life support services.  Human needs customers shall include hospitals, nursing homes, and residential correctional institutions, but shall exclude hotels and motels.

Remaining Firm Service Customers.  This category includes all Non-Residential and Human Needs customers that require Full Requirements Service except for transportation customers who have elected transportation service as of June 3, 1994.  All Non-Residential customers using less than 2,000 Mcf per year must be classified as Remaining Firm Service.  Customers on this service can choose either firm sales or firm transportation service.
