
AT&T Ohio hereby revises Part 6, Section 9 of its AT&T Ohio Tariff P.U.C.O No. 20 to modify its OPT-E-MAN service to offer new 150 Mbps and 600 Mbps Committed Information Rate (CIR) (Bandwidth) options.  

The filing also introduces additional broadcast traffic limits to protect the network against broadcast storms.  The new broadcast limits will apply to new OPT-E-MAN ® Service installations of Basic and Basic Plus packages for customers using point-to-point and point-to-multipoint configurations made on or after April 30, 2007.  Customer notification is not required as the proposed changes do not impact existing customers.  The changes only apply to service installations made on or after April 30, 2007.
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
