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MEMORANDUM IN SUPPORT OF AGREED MOTION TO CONTINUE THE HEARING AND REQUEST FOR EXPEDITED RULING
BY

THE OFFICE OF THE OHIO CONSUMERS’ COUNSEL 

On September 5, 2017, AEP filed an Application to update its Enhanced Service Reliability Rider.  Comments and reply comments were filed by AEP, OCC, and PUCO Staff.  By Entry dated March 15, 2019, the Attorney Examiners set a procedural schedule, with a hearing on May 14, 2019.

Counsel for OCC has an unavoidable scheduling conflict on May 14, 2019.  After consultation with AEP and PUCO Staff, OCC requests that the PUCO continue the hearing currently to May 23, 2019 starting at 9:00 a.m.  
Ohio Adm. Code 4901-1-12(C) allows parties to request an expedited ruling on their motions.  If the moving party certifies that it has contacted all the other parties and that all the parties do not object to the granting of the motion without the filing of memorandum contra, the PUCO or the Attorney Examiner may issue an immediate ruling.  OCC requests that the Attorney Examiners issue a ruling on an expedited basis.  OCC certifies that it has contacted all the parties to this case, and they agree to this Motion. 

For the reasons stated above, there is good cause for this Motion.  Accordingly, the PUCO should grant the Motion, and rule on an expedited basis.
