A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING INTERVENTION IN THE MATTER OF APPLICATION OF CADENCE SOLAR ENERGY, LLC FOR A CERTIFICATE OF ENVIRONMENTAL COMPATIBILITY AND PUBIC NEED TO CONSTRUCT A SOLAR-POWERED ELECTRIC GENERATION FACILITY, BEFORE THE OHIO POWER SITING BOARD, CASE NO. 20-1677-EL-BGN ON BEHALF OF UNION SOIL AND WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT, UNION COUNTY, OHIO.

WHEREAS, Union Soil and Water Conservation District, Union County, Ohio, has been served with a letter dated April 5, 2021 from counsel for Cadence Solar Energy, LLC with a copy of its Application In the Matter of Application of Cadence Solar Energy, LLC for a Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need, Ohio Power Siting Board Case No. 20-1677-EL-BGN by first class mail; and
[bookmark: _Hlk62824184]Whereas, Cadence Solar Energy, LLC. has placed a copy of its Application In the Matter of Application of Cadence Solar Energy, LLC for a Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need, Ohio Power Siting Board Case No. 20-1677-EL-BGN, at the Raymond Branch of the Marysville Public Library; and
[bookmark: _Hlk62824225]WHEREAS, the proposed Cadence Solar Project is within Union County, as stated in the Cadence Solar Energy, LLC’s Application; and 
WHEREAS, Union Soil and Water Conservation District is the public agency in Union County with a duty to protect the environment by assessing risks and developing plans for the conservation of soil resources, for the control and prevention of soil erosion, and for works of improvement for flood prevention and the conservation, development, utilization, and disposal of water within Union County, including but not limited to agricultural ditches and underground tiles, as provided in R.C. Ch. 940; and
[bookmark: _Hlk65856279]WHEREAS, the Union Soil and Water Conservation District, Union County, Ohio, is entitled to receive service of a copy of Cadence Solar Energy, LLC’s application in Case No. 20-1677-EL-BGN under R.C. §4906.06(B); and 
WHEREAS, the Union Soil and Water Conservation District is entitled to be a party upon filing a notice of intervention as a party under R.C. §4906.08(A)(2) 
[bookmark: _Hlk66110543]WHEREAS, the Union Soil and Water Conservation District has responsibility for leadership and guidance on matters relating to soil and water conservation and management and other responsibilities as contained in R.C. Ch. 940 in Union County, Ohio; and 
[bookmark: _Hlk66089833]WHEREAS, this Board of Supervisors of the Union Soil and Water Conservation District has determined that the proposed Union Solar project will affect existing and future plans, programs, improvements, and facilities for soil and water conservation and management in Union County;
Based upon the foregoing, this Board of Supervisors FINDS
A. This Board has a particular perspective on matters related to existing and future plans, programs, improvements, and facilities for soil and water conservation and management in Union County; and
B. This Board can contribute to a just and prompt resolution of the issues involved in this proceeding without unduly delaying or prejudicing any existing party; and
C. This Board has valuable and relevant experience and knowledge regarding local conditions regarding this matter, including whether the Project as proposed is in the public interest, and whether the Project meets the current and future needs for soil and water conservation and management in Union County. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE UNION SOIL AND WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT, UNION COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:
Section 1.	Union Soil and Water Conservation District, Union County, Ohio, through this Board of Supervisors, shall intervene in Ohio Power Siting Board Case No. 20-1677-EL-BGN, involving Cadence Solar Energy, LLC’s Application In the Matter of the Application of Cadence Solar Energy, LLC for a Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need.
Section 2.	The then current president or other member of this Board, as designated from time to time is authorized to sign documents as may be necessary and appropriate for the prompt and efficient presentation of the County’s position. 
Section 3.	The Board finds and determines that all of its formal actions concerning and relating to adopting this Resolution occurred in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public and in compliance with all legal requirements including Revised Code §121.22.
