JOINT APPLICATION AND STATEMENT
_______________________________________________

	Pursuant to R.C. 4905.16, 4905.31, and 4905.48, Columbia Gas of Ohio, Inc. (“Columbia”) and Southeastern Natural Gas Company (“Southeastern”) file this application for approval of a reasonable arrangement for natural gas service in and around East Liberty, Ohio and Delaware, Ohio.  

In support of this Application, the parties represent to the Commission that:

1.	Columbia is a public utility and a natural gas company subject to the jurisdiction of the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (the “Commission”) by virtue of R.C. 4905.04, and maintains offices at 200 Civic Center Drive, Columbus, Ohio 43215.

2.	Southeastern is a public utility and a natural gas company subject to the Commission’s jurisdiction by virtue of R.C. 4905.04, and maintains offices at 4100 Holiday St., NW, Suite 201, Canton, Ohio 44718.

3.	Neither Columbia nor Southeastern hold an ownership or interest in each other.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]4.	Columbia currently provides gas transportation service to Southeastern under two Commission-approved agreements.  The first agreement was approved by the Commission on November 19, 1998, in Case No. 96-1267-GA-AEC.  The second agreement was approved by the Commission on November 19, 1998, in Case No. 97-687-GA-AEC.  Both agreements will terminate and be replaced by the agreement filed in this proceeding.

5.	Pursuant to the previously approved agreements, Columbia delivers natural gas to Southeastern at two points of delivery, located at 8421 SR 341, East Liberty, Ohio 43319, and 6571 Home Road A, Delaware, Ohio 43015.  Likewise, pursuant to the agreement attached, Columbia will continue to provide natural gas service to Southeastern at these same points of delivery.

6.	Columbia will be providing service to Southeastern in East Liberty under its Rate Schedule FRGTS (Full Requirements General Transportation Service) tariff, in accordance with the rates, terms, and conditions set forth therein.  Columbia will be providing service to Southeastern in Delaware under its Rate Schedule FRLGTS (Full Requirements Large General Transportation Service) in accordance with the rates, terms, and conditions set forth therein.

7.	Columbia and Southeastern submit that no hearing is required for this Application and that the public interest is served by the Commission expeditiously approving the same.  

8.	A copy of the agreement between Columbia and Southeastern is attached to this Application as Attachment A, and is made a part hereof as if fully written herein.



WHEREFORE, Columbia and Southeastern respectfully request that the Commission approve this Application, approve the agreement attached as Attachment A, and authorize the implementation of the arrangement described in this Application and the agreement.
