Dear Ms. Jenkins:

On June 15, 2009, the Office of the Ohio Consumers’ Counsel (“OCC”) filed a Motion to Intervene in the above-referenced proceeding (“09-455”).  At the same time, OCC filed a Motion to Suspend automatic approval of the application in 09-455 and a Motion to Consolidate this case with the related Frontier-Verizon merger proceeding, Case No. 09-454-TP-ACO.  The 09-455 proceeding was suspended by Entry dated June 19, 2009.

The basis for the Motion to Consolidate was that consideration of the 09-455 application was dependent on the outcome in the merger proceeding.  On February 11, 2010, the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (“PUCO”) approved the Frontier-Verizon merger, subject to commitments made in various Stipulations, including a Stipulation among OCC, the PUCO Staff and the applicants in the merger proceeding.  The PUCO’s approval of the Stipulation and the merger thus eliminates the need for consolidation of the 09-455 application with the merger proceeding.  OCC therefore withdraws the Motion to Consolidate.
