APPLICATION FOR APPROVAL OF AN AGREEMENT PURSUANT TO SECTION 252 OF THE TELECOMMUNICATIONS ACT OF 1996

Verizon North Inc. (“Verizon”) hereby files the attached Adoption Letter (the “Letter”) between Verizon and LDMI Telecommunications, Inc. d/b/a Cavalier Telephone also d/b/a Cavalier Business Communications (“LDMI”) (Verizon and LDMI referred to collectively as the “Parties” and individually as a “Party”) for review and approval by the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (the “Commission”) pursuant to the provisions of Section 252 (e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (the “Act”).  This filing is being made pursuant to the Act and in accordance with Ohio Administrative Code 4901:1-7-07.
The Letter, signed by both Verizon and LDMI, sets forth the manner in which the terms of the Cincinnati Bell Extended Territories LLC and Verizon interconnection agreement (the “Terms”) will be applied in LDMI’s case.

As the Letter explains, Verizon is not voluntarily entering into the Terms with LDMI.  The filing and performance by Verizon of the Terms does not in any way constitute a waiver by Verizon of any position as to the Terms or a portion thereof, nor does it constitute a waiver by Verizon of all rights and remedies it may have to seek review of the Terms, or to seek review in any way of any provisions included in the Terms as a result of LDMI’s adoption of the Terms.  Any modification to the Terms shall automatically apply to LDMI.  Verizon is preserving its legal positions in every respect as to the Terms in the hands of LDMI as well as in the hands of Cincinnati Bell Extended Territories LLC. 

As contemplated by Section 252 (e)(2)(A), the Letter does not discriminate against another telecommunications carrier, nor will implementation of the Letter be inconsistent with the public interest, convenience and necessity.

In accordance with Section 252 (e)(4) of the Act, the Letter will be deemed approved if the Commission does not act to approve or reject the Letter within 90 days from the date of this Application.

WHEREFORE, Verizon respectfully requests that the Commission approve the Letter as soon as possible.
