Regulations



All charges normally associated with an access line, such as E-911 Service, taxes, and other surcharges, will be billed in addition to the Residential Local Service Bundle charges.




The customer must specify the features desired at the time the initial order for service is placed.



Features associated with an individual service package are per line.  Features cannot be split between lines.  Not all features may be compatible on the same line.



The exchange service areas and the local calling areas for Residential Local Service Bundles are the same as the exchange service areas and local calling areas defined in Section 4 of this tariff.  



Features selected by the Customer to be included in the Residential Local Service Bundle are not eligible for any additional discounts or credits.  In particular, discounts and/or credits expressed or implied in any separate package pricing do not apply to services selected for Residential Local Service Bundles.



Residential Local Service Bundle customers are not eligible for special promotions that may apply to the individual features included in a Residential Local Service Bundle unless the Residential Local Service Bundle is specifically included in the promotion.



Customers changing their telephone numbers (except for MDNL) will be billed the nonrecurring charge to change telephone numbers as specified in Section 5 of this tariff.



All rules, regulations, and limitations for the optional features specified in Section 8 of this tariff apply to Residential Local Services Bundles.

Complete Connections and Home Phone Pak customers may change features at anytime without incurring a charge for making a change, once the Residential Complete Connections or Home Phone Pak service has been established. 




Customers subscribing to Residential Local Service Bundles are provided with a thirty (30) day Customer Satisfaction Guarantee.  This guarantee will provide dissatisfied customers up to a 30 day credit for the monthly charge associated with the service, less the appropriate monthly access line charge. The credit will be pro-rated based on the time the Customer has the Residential Local Service Bundle, up to a maximum of 30 days.  To receive the credit, the Customer must notify the Company of their dissatisfaction with the service and place an order to discontinue the service within 30 days of the time that the service was installed. Customers will also be credited for the nonrecurring charge associated with Residential Local Service Bundle, if a nonrecurring charge was incurred.

The Customer is required to pre-determine the telephone lines that are to be a part of the hunting arrangement.  Hunting service will be placed on every telephone line in the hunting arrangement.  This will enable the Central Office to search in a pre-determined sequence for an available idle line in a pre-established group of lines.





To accommodate the provisioning of this hunting arrangement, the Call Waiting Service as outlined in Section 8, cannot be activated on the telephone lines which have been chosen by the Customer to be part of the hunting arrangement, with the exception of the last line.  Also, the Voice Mail Support Service, as outlined in Section 8, cannot be activated on any of the telephone lines which are involved in the hunting arrangement.





The telephone lines that are part of the hunting arrangement must be served from the same central office and furnished to the same customer. 




 
Multi-line hunting and circular hunting are not available with this arrangement.
