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ENTRY

The Administrative Law Judge finds:

(1) On November 8, 2004, DEL-MAR Pipeline Company LLC (DEL-MAR or applicant) filed an application for a certificate of environmental compatibility and public need to construct a natural gas transmission pipeline to be used by Suburban Natural Gas Company in Delaware and Marion Counties (project).  

(2) By letter dated December 14, 2004, the Board notified DEL-MAR that its application for the project had been certified as complete.  

(3) By entry issued January 4, 2005, the Administrative Law Judge scheduled this case for a public hearing to be held on March 7, 2005, at 7:00 p.m., at the Delaware Career Center Auditorium and an adjudicatory hearing to commence on March 9, 2005, at 10:00 a.m., at the offices of the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio.

(4) On January 14, 2005, the city of Delaware (Delaware) filed a motion to intervene in this matter.  No memorandum contra Delaware’s motion for intervention was filed.  

(5) The Administrative Law Judge finds that Delaware’s motion for intervention is reasonable and should be granted.  A portion of the proposed gas transmission line is located in the city of Delaware.  Further, the interest of the city of Delaware is not represented by any other party to this proceeding and granting the city of Delaware’s motion for intervention in this matter will not unduly delay the proceeding.  Accordingly, the motion shall be granted.  

It is, therefore,

ORDERED, That the city of Delaware’s motion to intervene in this matter is granted.  It is, further, 

ORDERED, That a copy of this entry be served upon DEL-MAR and its counsel, and all other interested persons of record.
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
