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THE SOLAR ALLIANCE’S

MOTION FOR LEAVE TO INTERVENE

Pursuant to the Ohio Revised Code (“O.R.”) Section 4903.221 and Ohio Administrative Code (“OAC”) Rule 4901-1-11, the Solar Alliance  moves for leave to intervene in these proceedings.  The Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (“PUCO”) should grant the Solar Alliance’s  leave to intervene because the Solar Alliance has a real and substantial interest in the proceeding, and the PUCO’s disposition of this proceeding may impair or impede the Solar Alliance’s  ability to protect that interest.

MEMORANDUM IN SUPPORT

On June 15, 2010, Duke Energy – Ohio Corporation (“DEO”) filed its Electric Long-term Forecast Report and Resource Plan with the Commission for approval.

The Solar Alliance is a state-focused alliance of solar manufacturers, integrators and financiers specifically working with state administrators, legislators and utilities to establish cost-effective solar policies and programs.  The Solar Alliance is  very concerned about the impact that DEO’s long-term forcast report and resource plan may have on the development of solar resources in the State of Ohio.
The Solar Alliance should be permitted to intervene in the above-captioned proceedings because it has real and substantial interests. The Solar Alliance  is concerned that the ultimate resolution of the matters to be addressed in this proceedings could have a substantial effect on the potential benefits of the widespread deployment of solar resources throughout DEO service territory.  

Consistent with the requirements of R.C. Section 4903.221, and OAC Rule 4901-1-11(B), the Solar Alliance  is a real party in interest herein, whose interest is not now represented, who can make a contribution to the proceeding and will not unduly delay the proceeding or prejudice any existing party.  The Solar Alliance submits that its interest is not represented by existing parties; that it will contribute to the just and expeditious resolution of the issues and concerns that are set forth in these proceedings; and that its participation in these proceedings will not cause undue delay or unjustly prejudice any existing party.

The Solar Alliance has a substantial interest in these proceedings that is not adequately addressed by any other party.  The Solar Alliance’s participation will enhance the effectiveness of the above proceedings, will not unnecessarily cause delay, and will help ensure that the proceedings in this matter are fair to its membership.

WHEREFORE, the Solar Alliance respectfully requests that its motion to intervene be granted.
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
