Big Easy Promotion (cont’d)

Upon expiration of the term agreement, if the customer does not expressly indicate election of a new “Big Easy” or other AT&T term plan agreement with AT&T Ohio, the rates for each component of the “Big Easy” promotion will revert to the applicable individually tariffed rates shown in Part 4, Section 2 of this Tariff.  The customer also has the option to re‑term their current three year agreement two times, or up to another six years.
Customers who terminate their entire service prior to the 3-year term commitment will be assessed termination charges equal to 50% of the monthly recurring charges, times the number of months remaining on the term, times the minimum state-wide line commitment.

Termination charges do not apply if during the term agreement: 1) the customer upgrades to another AT&T Ohio local access line discount plan with a term equal to or greater than the original term under this agreement, and 2) the number of lines committed to under the new service agreement are equal to or greater than the number of lines committed to under this term agreement.  Customers may move or disconnect entire locations within the state, as long as the minimum number of lines originally committed to is maintained.
