If the total Enhanced USN AdvantageLink Plus charges are below the MAUC in any given year, then the remaining balance of the MAUC will apply.

Regulations

USN AdvantageLink Premier provides price protection which guarantees no price increases for the duration of the contract.  There is no price protection for the month-to-month plan.

d.
USN AdvantageLink Premier is offered on a month-to-month, 12, 24 or 36 month payment plan.  The applicable USN AdvantageLink Premier plan is determined by reference to the original length of the ValueLink contract being assumed by USN. The USN AdvantageLink Premier term will equal the length of the term remaining in the customer’s ValueLink contract being assumed by USN as of the date USN assumes the ValueLink contract. 

e.
USN AdvantageLink Premier offers several different monthly usage or annual usage package options.  These usage package options represent different levels of Minimum Monthly Usage Commitments (MMUC) or Minimum Annual Usage Commitments (MAUC), per account.  The USN AdvantageLink Premier MMUC or MAUC, as the case may be, equals the volume commitment in the ValueLink contract being assumed by USN. 

f.
The USN AdvantageLink Premier MMUC and MAUC, per account, per usage package option, and per minute rates are those set forth in the Pricing List.

g.
USN AdvantageLink Premier usage is billed in initial increments of eighteen (18) seconds and additional increments of six (6) seconds or fraction thereof.

Description
USN AdvantageLink Select is an optional service for Business Customers which provides a per minute rate in lieu of the rates that are normally applicable to intraLATA, intrastate toll and 800/888 charges. Business Customers subscribing to USN AdvantageLink Select receive such a per minute rate based on the Customer's selected Minimum Annual Revenue Commitment (MARC).

Terms and Conditions
a.
Minimum Annual Revenue Commitment (MARC)
The MARC is the minimum annual revenue commitment a Customer must commit to per year in order to receive the USN AdvantageLink Select rate. The MARC revenue is the sum total of the Customer's annual billed recurring revenue for the following contributory services: Business Basic Exchange; Business Trunk Service; Business Local Usage charges including Centrex; Local Calling Plus, Community Calling and Econo Service; Centrex Service and Features, including Centrex Single Payment Option; IntraLATA, intrastate toll charges; toll‑free inbound intraLATA, intrastate call charges; and USN AdvantageLink Select intraLATA, intrastate toll and 800/888 charges.

USN AdvantageLink Select Customers who fail to meet their selected Minimum Annual Revenue Commitment will be billed the difference between the selected MARC and the actual revenue billed.

Except as provided elsewhere in this tariff, USN AdvantageLink Select Customers are not required to purchase all of the MARC contributory services. Normal tariffed recurring and nonrecurring charges apply for the installation and use of these services.

An eligible Business Customer may include up to, but may not exceed 150 of its account numbers under one USN AdvantageLink Select Plan. All accounts must be within the Company’s Ohio serving territory. A Customer may subscribe to only one USN AdvantageLink Select plan at a time.

b.
IntraLATA Toll and 800/888 Usage
USN AdvantageLink Select Customers are eligible for discounted Company intraLATA toll service and 800/888 usage rates as provided in Section 2.15.5.3.1 following. Applicable rates are determined by the Customer selected USN AdvantageLink Select MARC and term period.

USN AdvantageLink Select intraLATA toll service and 800/888 usage rates as specified in Section 2.15.5.3.1 following apply to Customer-​dialed intraLATA, intrastate toll calls, and toll‑free inbound intraLATA, intrastate calls.

Customers subscribing to USN AdvantageLink Select and who currently subscribe to other optional calling plans from the Company for one or more of their locations must convert to an USN AdvantageLink Select MARC equal to or greater than the optional calling plan minimum annual usage commitment.

USN AdvantageLink Select intraLATA toll service and 800/888 usage charges are billed per minute with initial increments of eighteen (18) seconds and additional increments of six (6) seconds or fraction thereof.

CoreComm Standalone Long Distance service is available to Business Customers in the Company’s facilities-based services areas identified in Section 17.7.3 of this tariff who average at least 500 minutes of long distance usage per month and who make a 1 Year, 2 Year, or 3 Year term commitment subscription to the Company's intraLATA and/or interLATA long distance service(s).

B.
Usage Rate Schedule
Usage rates shall be based on each Customer's prior average usage volume for switched and dedicated, inbound and outbound long distance services and the term commitment selected by the Customer. 

Charges are based on actual usage of the Company’s network.  Chargeable time begins when a connection is established between the calling station and the called station.  Chargeable time ends when either party “hangs up” at either station, thereby releasing the network connection.  Unless otherwise specified, for billing purposes, the minimum call duration for CoreComm Standalone Long Distance calls is six (6) seconds.  In addition, unless otherwise specified in this Tariff, usage is measured thereafter in six (6) second increments and rounded to the next higher six (6) second period.  Fractional amounts will be rounded up on a monthly per line aggregated basis to the next highest whole cent.

PRIVATE LINE Service is available between Carrier POPs in the LATAs listed in Section 2.3. Inmate Calling Service (“ICS”) is a type of coinless public telephone service which permits Company’s customers to receive, on a collect calling basis only, telephone calls from inmates of correctional institutions participating in an institutionally authorized telephone program.  ICS is provided through a fully automated system and the need for a live operator is not required.  

ICS provides Auto-Quote service where the called party is notified that they have a collect call from an inmate at a specifically named institution, the cost of the call at stated timed intervals and requests acceptance of the call by pressing “zero.”  ICS will begin measuring call length after a connected call is accepted by the called party.  Announcements will be made prior to connection and/or periodically during the call indicating the remaining conversation time.  Calls will automatically be disconnected at the expiration of a predetermined interval of a call.

The number of accepted calls, minutes of use or dollar amounts on a daily, weekly, or monthly basis may be restricted.

17.
Switched Access Service
17.1
General

Switched Access Service, which is available to Carriers for their use in furnishing their services to End Users, provides a two-point electrical communications path between a Carrier’s premises and an End User’s premises.  It provides for the use of common terminating, switching and trunking facilities, and for the use of common subscriber plant of the Company.  Switched Access Service provides for the ability to originate calls from an End User's premises to a Customer’s premises in the LATA where it is provided.

The application of rates for Switched Access Service is described in Sections 17.5 and 17.6 following.  Rates and charges for services other than Switched Access Service, e.g., a Customer interLATA toll message service, may also be applicable when Switched Access Service is used in conjunction with these other services.

17.2
Rate Categories
There are three rate categories, which apply to Switched Access Service:

Local Switching

Local Transport

Common Line (see Section 18 of this tariff)

17.2.1
Local Switching
Local Switching provides for the use of end office switching equipment.  Included in Local Switching are:

A.
Common Switching, which provides the local end office switching functions and optional features.

B.
Transport Termination, which provides for the trunk side arrangements, which terminate the Local Transport facilities. The Company will work with the Carrier to determine the number of Transport Terminations provided.

Where end offices are appropriately equipped, international dialing may be provided. International dialing provides the capability of switching international calls with service prefix and address codes having more digits than are capable of being switched through a standard equipped end office.

17.2.2
Local Transport

The Local Transport rate category provides the transmission facilities between the Customer premises and the end office switch(es) where the Customer traffic is switched to originate or terminate its communications.

Local Transport is a two-way voice frequency transmission path composed of facilities determined by the Company.  The two-way voice frequency path permits the transport of calls in the originating direction (from the End User end office switch to the Customer’s premises) and in the terminating direction (from the Customer premises to the end office switch), but not simultaneously.   The voice frequency transmission path may be comprised of any form or configuration of plant capable of and typically used in the telecommunications industry for the transmission of voice and associated telephone signals within the frequency bandwidth of approximately 300 to 3000 Hz.

The Company will work cooperatively with the Customer in determining (1) whether the service is to be directly routed to an end office switch or through an access tandem switch, and (2) the directionality of the service.

A.
Transmission Paths
The number of Transport transmission paths provided is based on the Customer’s order and is determined by the Company.

B.
Interconnection
Interconnection of non-Company switched access transport facilities is available between a Company end office and a Carrier's point of presence where such facilities are provided.

17.2.3
Toll Free Number Data Base Access Service
This service provides access on a per query basis to the Toll Free Number Data Base for the purpose of routing end user dialed toll free number calls (i.e. 800/888) to the Customer.

17.3
Obligations of the Company
The Company has certain obligations pertaining only to the provision of Switched Access Service. These obligations are as follows.

17.3.1
Network Management
The Company will administer its network to provide acceptable service levels to all telecommunications users of the Company’s network services.  Generally, service levels are considered acceptable only when both End Users and Customers are able to establish connections with little or no delay encountered within the Company’s network.  The Company maintains the right to apply protective controls, i.e., those actions, such as call gapping, which selectively cancel the completion of any traffic carried over its network, including that associated with a Customer’s Switched Access Service.  Generally, such protective measures would only be taken as a result of occurrences such as a failure or overload of Company or customer facilities, natural disasters, mass calling or national security demands.

17.3.2
Design and Traffic Routing of Switched Access Service
The Company shall design and determine the routing of Switched Access Service, including the selection of the first point of switching and the selection of facilities from the interface to any switching point and to the end offices where busy hour minutes of capacity are ordered.  The Company shall also decide if capacity is to be provided by originating only, terminating only, or two-way trunk groups.  Finally, the Company will decide whether trunk side access will be provided through the use of two-wire or four-wire trunk terminating equipment. Selection of facilities and equipment and traffic routing of the service are based on standard engineering methods, available facilities and equipment and the Company’s traffic routing plans.  If the Customer desires different routing or directionality than that determined by the Company, the Company will work cooperatively with the Customer in determining (1) whether the service is to be routed directly to an end office or through an access tandem switch and (2) the directionality of the service.

17.3.3
Provision of Service Performance Data
Subject to availability, end-to-end service performance data available to the Company through its own service evaluation routines may also be made available to the Customer based on previously arranged intervals and format.  The data provides information on overall end-to-end call completion and non-completion performance Customer equipment blockage, failure results and transmission performance.  The data does not include service performance data, which is provided under other tariff sections, testing service results.  If data is to be provided in other than paper format, the charges for such exchange will be determined on an individual case basis.

17.3.4
Trunk Group Measurements Reports
Subject to availability, the Company will make available trunk group data in the form of usage in CCS, peg count and overflow to the Customer based on previously agreed to intervals.

17.3.5
Intercept
The Company arranges to provide for the termination of a call to a Company Intercept operator or recording at the dedicated intercept network from the end office switch. The operator or recording announces to caller the reason why the call cannot be completed, and if possible, provides corrected dialing instructions.

17.3.6
Billing Name and Address (BNA)

Upon notification that a Carrier desires to participate in BNA with the Company, the Company will set-up the Carrier’s account information in the Company’s billing system and assess a set-up charge to the Carrier.  Once the account information is in the system, the Company will begin sending BNA information to the Carrier on a going-forward basis.  As designated by each Carrier at the time the Carrier’s account is set up, information will be sent to Carriers by one of three methods; email, U.S. mail, or overnight mail.  Carriers also must select to receive BNA information reports on a weekly or a monthly basis.

Carriers will be charged a monthly recurring charge or per record charges.  The monthly recurring charge is only assessed where a report(s) contains 80 or fewer records in a 1 month timeframe.  Per record charges are assessed only on reports containing over 80 records (no monthly recurring charge applies to such reports) in a 1 month timeframe. The following examples shall illustrate application of the BNA charges:



Example 1:

Carrier receives a total of 60 records in one month from CoreComm.  The Carrier will pay $40.00 for that month.  $0.50/record X 60 records=$30.00 (this amount is less than the MRC so the Carrier would pay only the MRC)



Example 2:

Carrier receives a total of 95 records in one month from CoreComm.  The Carrier will pay $47.50 for the month.  $0.50/record X 95 records=$47.5017.4


A carrier also may request BNA for any ANIs for which they do not receive information on the Company’s weekly or monthly report, as applicable.  The Carrier must send a written request identifying all such ANIs for which the Carrier wishes to receive billing information.  The Company will report any billing information associated with such ANIs using the Carrier’s selected method for receiving its regular weekly or monthly report.  The Carrier shall be assessed per manual record requested charges, regardless of whether information is found.

17.4
Obligations of the Customer
The Customer has certain specific obligations pertaining to the use of Switched Access Service. These obligations are as follows:

17.4.1
Report Requirements
Customers are responsible for providing the following reports to the Company, when applicable.

A.
Jurisdictional Reports


When a Customer orders Switched Access Service for both interstate and intrastate use.

B.
Code Screening Reports
When a Customer orders service call routing, trunk access limitation or call gapping arrangements, it must report the number of trunks and/or the appropriate codes to be instituted in each end office or access tandem switch, for each of the arrangements ordered.

The Company will administer its network in such a manner that the impact of traffic surges due to peaked 900 Access Service traffic on other access service traffic is minimized. Network management controls as defined in Section 17.3.1 may be implemented at the Company option to ensure acceptable service levels.

17.4.2
On and Off-Hook Supervision
The Customer facilities shall provide the necessary on and off-hook supervision for accurate timing of calls.

17.4.3
Trunk Group Measurements Reports
With the agreement of the Customer, trunk group data in the form of usage in CCS, peg count and overflow for its end of all access trunk groups, where technologically feasible, will be made available to the Company. The data will be used to monitor trunk group utilization and service performance and will be based on previously arranged intervals and format.

17.5
Rate Regulations
This section contains the specific regulations governing the rates and charges that apply for Switched Access Service.  Access Charges are applied on a per access minute basis. Access minute charges are accumulated over a monthly period.

17.5.1
Minimum Periods
Switched Access Service is provided for a minimum period of one month.

17.5.2
Cancellation of Access Service Order

A Customer may cancel an Access Order for the installation of service on any date prior to notification by the Company that service is available for the Customer’s Use or prior to the service date, whichever is later.  The cancellation date is the date the Company receives written or verbal notice from the Customer that the order is to be canceled.  The verbal notice must be followed by written confirmation within 10 days.  If a Customer or End User is unable to accept Access Service within 30 calendar days of the original service date, the Access Order will be canceled and applicable charges will apply.

A.
Prior to Firm Order Confirmation Date:  

If an Access Order is canceled prior to the Firm Order Confirmation date, no charges will apply.

B.
On or After Firm Order Confirmation Date:  

If an Access Order is canceled on or after the Firm Order Confirmation date, the Customer will be billed a flat cancellation fee.

Coin-or-currency-accepting payphones must be able to accept coins of various denominations (i.e., nickels, dimes, and quarters) and to return coins. If the payphone is a paper currency-accepting instrument, it shall be able to return paper currency or coins;

F.
Provide end-user access to local, long distance, access code, and toll-free service(s);

G.
Connect "0" minus calls to the underlying local service provider where "9-1-1 emergency service is unavailable; 

H.
Provide access to directory assistance, and provide access to directories at each indoor payphone instrument if the provider charges end users for directory assistance;

I.
Shall not place time limitations on local and toll-free calls;

J.
Shall not charge the end user any more for toll service than what is charged by the operator service or toll service provider for completing the call, including, but not limited to, property imposed fees;

K.
Shall only use operator service and toll service providers that have a certificate to operate in Ohio (failure to utilize certified companies will result in disconnection of service); 

L.
No post-pay type instruments or push-to-talk type instruments are permitted in Ohio;

M.
Provide limitless access to keypad dialing (no blocking); and

N.
Shall not utilize letterless keypads.

19.1.4
The Company may terminate connection to the Company’s network if the Commission finds a payphone not in compliance with the minimum operating requirements established in O.A.C. 4901:1-5-09.

Independent Payphone Provider Services
19.2.1
Customer-Owned, Coin Operated Telephones (COCOT)

A.
Description
Answer Supervision (Line Side) - COCOT:  the capability of determining when a positive answer has been returned by the terminating station. 

Billed Number Screening Service - COCOT:  an arrangement which prevents the charging of collect and/or third number billed calls to a Customer's telephone number.

Customer-Owned, Coin Operated Telephone (COCOT) Service: service furnished for use with Customer-owned, pay telephones.

Directory Assistance - COCOT: calls placed to the Company to obtain telephone numbers of services located within the same local service area.

Message Rate Service - COCOT: service consists of fixed monthly rate for usage packages which include a monthly local usage allowance in the monthly rate.

Message Toll Telephone Service - COCOT: furnishing of facilities, other than facilities for exchange service as defined in this tariff for telephone communication between local service areas in accordance with the terms and conditions specified in this tariff.

Operator-Handled Service - COCOT: service requested of an operator, by the person originating a call, which is in addition to the Customer-dialed service.

Telephone Exchange Service - COCOT:  furnishing of facilities necessary for communicating within specified exchange areas. Service is comprised of three components - network access line, central office termination and usage.

B. 
Definitions
1. 
Message Toll Service - COCOT
a.
Additional Minute Rates are for each additional minute or any fraction thereof that the connection continues beyond the initial minute.

b.
Customer-Dialed Service is that service where the person originating the call, dials the telephone number desired without the assistance of an operator, or when facilities are not available for dial completion, gives to an operator the telephone number of the desired telephone, private branch exchange system, or private branch exchange station which is reached directly rather than through a private branch exchange attendant; or gives the telephone number assigned to the Miscellaneous Common Carrier (MCC) for interconnected service.

c.
Initial Minute Rates are for connections of one minute or any fraction thereof.

d.
Two Point Message Toll Telephone Service is that of furnishing toll connections between a COCOT line and a main station or PBX trunk line.

Billable Network Wiring is work performed on a Customer's premises by a Company employee or representative at the Customer's request and not covered by other charges. Any work required to establish or reestablish network access to the Company-provided network interface is excluded.

Changes in Service includes changes in telephone service or equipment subsequent to the establishment of such service or equipment, and rearrangements of network wiring (including house cable) which do not involve moves.

Establishment of Service is the initial establishment of telephone service or equipment for a Customer, and transfers of telephone service and equipment from one premises to another on non-continuous property subsequent to the establishment of such service or equipment for a customer.

d.
Moves of Service includes relocation of telephone service or equipment on the same continuous property subsequent to the establishment of such service or equipment for a Customer. 

e.
Network Wiring work includes travel, preparation, wiring on the network side of the network interface.

f.
Point of Minimum Penetration (POMP )is the first point on a Customer's premises that the network facilities wiring is accessible.

Operator-Handled Services
a.
Station-to-Station calls are those calls where the person originating the call specifies to an operator a particular telephone number to be reached.

Third Number Billed calls are those calls where the person originating the call specifies to an operator to bill the call to an authorized station, as determined by the Company, other than the station originating the call, or the station where the call is terminated.

COCOT service will be provided consistent with the characteristics and requirements established by the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio.  Pursuant to O.A.C. 4901:1-5-8, a COCOT must meet the following requirements:

Headset must be hearing aid compatible;

2)
Provides access to dialtone, local operator, 911 emergency service (where available), 800 and 888 toll-free calling, and telecommunications relay service calls for the hearing disabled free of charge and without the use of a coin;

3)
Must be mounted in accordance with the Americans with Disabilities Act at new or renovated locations (any site where the telephone has been temporarily removed and reinstalled);

4)
Able to accept coins of various denominations (i.e., nickels, dimes, and quarters) and to return coins (and currency where a COCOT accepts currency);

5)
Provide access to both local and long distance service;

6)
Provide free end user access to certified long distance carriers;

7)
Where 911 emergency service is unavailable, "0" calls must connect to the Company; and

8)
Provide access to directory assistance, and access to directories at each indoor pay phone instrument if the provider charges end users for directory assistance.

The Company will terminate connection to the Company's network where the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio finds a payphone not in compliance with the above minimum operating requirements.

b. 
One directory listing without charge, termed the primary listing, is provided for each call number in connection with COCOT Service.

C. 
Terms and Conditions (cont.)

2. 
Answer Supervision (Line Side) - COCOT
a. 
This feature is only available from appropriately equipped Central Offices and may be incompatible with other optional Central Office features.

3. 
Billed Number Screening Service (BNSS) - COCOT
a. 
The Company makes no guarantee and assumes no liability arising out of the use or misuse of BNSS by any other entities, including, but not limited to, IXCs. The Company is fully responsible for calls charged to numbers, which should have been prevented by BNSS, that originate and terminate within the Company's service territory, and are not carried over any other carrier's network or facilities.

b. 
BNSS is offered subject to the availability of suitable facilities.

c. 
The Service and Equipment Charge is applicable when BNSS is installed subsequent to the initial establishment of the COCOT line(s) with which it is associated.

4. 
Directory Assistance (DA) Service - COCOT
a. 
DA service will be offered by the Company on an interim basis, subject to P.U.C.O. alteration or cancellation.

b. 
DA is provided at no charge. The number of such telephone numbers furnished on each call shall be limited to two.

5. 
Message Rate Service - COCOT
a. 
Local calls are each charged on a message unit basis and an additional charge is made for local messages in excess of the allowance. The allowance, if not used during one month, is not credited to the Customer's account for any other month that service is provided.

/1/ In accordance with Case No. 96-1310-TP-COI, issued May 22, 1997, and the FCC’s CC Docket No. 96-128, DA charges assessed to end-users at pay telephone stations are deregulated after October 7, 1997.

6. 
Message Toll Service (MTS) - COCOT
a. 
MTS refers to intraLATA or interLATA Message Toll Telephone service furnished or made available by the Company.

b. 
Where reference is made in this tariff to regulations, rates and charges specified in other tariffs of the Company, such tariffs as they now exist, or as they may be revised, added to or supplemented, are hereby adopted and made a part of this tariff. 

c. 
Additional terms and conditions regarding MTS are specified or referenced in Section 14 of this tariff.

d. 
Where COCOT equipment or facilities are involved in the transmission or reception, or both, of a toll call, the regulations and rates for each call are those applicable for MTS customer-dialed or operator-handled, according to the connection established, as set forth in this section and Section 14 of this tariff.

e. 
Two classes of two-point MTS are offered, namely, Customer Dialed service and Operator-Handled service. Operator-Handled service is offered for station-to-station calls and person-to-person calls. Additional charges for operator-handled calls, as specified in this Section also apply.

f. 
MTS - Initial Minute, Additional Minutes, Service Charges and Discounts

Two point MTS rates are quoted in terms of initial minute, additional minutes and service charges.

Customer Dialed Station-to-Station: Only initial minute and additional minute rates apply.

Early Partial Termination Charges:  

1.
The Customer shall pay Early Partial Termination Charges equal to (a) $150 in liquidated damages, multiplied by (b) the difference between (1) the number of Smart Link lines originally subscribed by the Customer to that type of service, local or long distance, as applicable, and (2) the Customer's LAMLC or LDMLC number, as applicable.  Early Partial Termination Charges shall be calculated according to this formula for each individual type of service, local and local distance, for which the Customer fails to maintain the requisite capacity.
2.
The Smart Link Customer shall additionally be re-assessed as Early Partial Termination Charges any promotional amounts previously waived by the Company on such number of lines by which the Customer reduces its Smart Link Services subscription below the LAMLC and/or LDMLC, as applicable.

21.2.7
Early Termination Charges

The following Early Termination Charges apply to a Smart Link Customer who terminates all local access and/or long distance lines subscribed to Smart Link Services prior to the completion of the Customer's term agreement:

A.
Customer may terminate the Services prior to the expiration of the then current Term or any renewal term either  (a) upon payment to ATX of the Monthly Commitment Level multiplied by the number of months remaining in the then current Term and payment to ATX of all additional discounts and waivers granted by ATX to Customer from the inception of the then current Term;  (b) if Customer’s actual usage of the Services falls below this Monthly Commitment Level, but only for so long as ATX provides not less than ninety percent (90%) of Services (or their equivalent) to Customer;  (c) if Customer replaces the Services with other services provided by ATX with a new term of equal or greater duration than the then current Term and a monthly commitment level equal to or greater than the then current Monthly Commitment Level; (d) if ATX breaches the terms of this Agreement and fails to cure such breach within thirty (30) days of Customer’s notice; or (e), for DSL Services only, without penalty, within five (5) business days of the Effective Date of this Agreement.  The Monthly Commitment Level shall be defined as either (a) the average of the three (3) highest monthly Services Fee charged to Customer in the preceding six (6) months; or (b) if Customer has not purchased at least six (6) months of Services, the highest monthly Services Fee charged to Customer in the preceding three (3) months.

B. The Smart Link Customer shall additionally be re-assessed any promotional amounts previously waived by the Company for the Smart Link local access or long distance lines terminated by the Customer.

21.2.8
Other Exceptions to the Application of Early Termination and Early Partial Termination 

Charges
The following exceptions apply to the Early Termination and Early Partial Termination Charges established in Sections 21.2.6 and 21.2.7 preceding:

A.
Moves and Changes
Termination charges shall be waived for a Smart Link Customer who moves service to an area where the Company does not provide local exchange services.  Additionally, Customers who terminate subscription to either all Smart Link Local Access Lines or all Smart Link Long Distance Lines, but continue their subscription to other services provided by the Company shall be converted to the Company's standard price plans for all such services to which they continue to subscribe.  All Smart Link rates shall be immediately discontinued to such a Customer, effective upon the termination of the subscription to the Smart Link Local or Long Distance Service.

21.2.9
Moves and Changes
Customers who terminate subscription to either all Smart Link Local Access Lines or all Smart Link Long Distance Lines, but continue their subscription to other services from the Company shall be converted to the Company's standard price plans for all such Company services to which they continue to subscribe.  All Smart Link rates shall be immediately discontinued to such a Customer, effective upon the termination of the subscription to the Smart Link Local or Long Distance Service. 

21.3
Smart Link Local Services

21.3.1
Smart Link Local Services -- General
Business Customers subscribing to the Company's Smart Link Local Services receive certain discounted rates for Line, Usage and Service Enhancement Feature Charges in lieu of those otherwise applicable under this tariff.  Except where specifically provided in Section 21.3 of this tariff that a Smart Link Local Service rate applies in lieu of any other tariffed rate provided for local exchange services under Section 4 of this tariff, all other local exchange service tariff rates will be charged where applicable to Customers as provided under the terms and conditions of this tariff.

21.3.2
Smart Link Local Services -- Line and Usage Charges
A.
Access Line Charges
The following line charges apply to Smart Link Customers in lieu of those access line charges provided for in Section 4.3.3 of this tariff.  All such business line charges indicated in Section 21 of the Price List include both the charge for the access line and line hunting service.

Charges provided for in Section 4.3.4 of this tariff apply to each line in addition to the monthly rates provided above.

B.
Local Usage Charges

The following local usage charges apply to Smart Link Customers in lieu of those local usage charges provided for in Sections 4.4.3.1 and 4.4.3.3 of this tariff.  Customers may request billing on a per call basis (message) or a per minute basis (measured) as provided in Sections 21.3.2.B.1 and 21.3.2.B.2 following, respectively.  The Smart Link will have no effect on Local Calling Plus.  Smart Link Customers may use Local Calling Plus service at the standard tariff rates as provided in Section 4.4.3.2.

Message Rate Service
Per call rates apply to those Customers subscribing to the Smart Link Message Rate Service, as defined in Section 21 of the Price List.

Measured Rate Service
Per minute rates apply to those Customers subscribing to the Smart Link Measured Rate Service, as defined in Section 21 of the Price List.  Usage is measured on an initial minute and each additional minute basis, with all such usage rounded up to the next full minute.
