In connection with its motion filed yesterday in the referenced case, AT&T Ohio stated the following:

The Kentucky ICA provides a process for adding wire centers to AT&T Kentucky’s list of non-impaired wire centers for various loop and transport network elements, but that process is not compatible with AT&T Ohio's OSS, or with this Commission's previous decisions, and must be modified accordingly.  Sprint disagrees.
Memorandum in Support of AT&T Ohio's Motion, p. 7.  It has come to our attention that Sprint has recently agreed on the process to add wire centers to the list of non-impaired wire centers.  That matter is no longer a subject of disagreement.  Still pending resolution are the five other examples of disagreements, among others.
