· inserted the statements required pursuant to the Entry issued September 26, 2007 informing customers of their rights and responsibilities under the MTSS and referencing the Appendix to Rule 4901:1-5-03; 

· deleted other references to specific MTSS;

· revised its deposit and late payment charge provisions; 

· revised two paragraphs to make current (see Section 1, Sheet No. 1, paragraph A. and Section 2, Sheet No. 1H – deletion of microfiche reference); 

· revised its General Index pages to provide updated revision references; 

· deleted the Basic Telephone Assistance and Service Connection Assistance provisions from Section 2, Sheets 2 and 3, because lifeline services appear in Section 9 of the tariff; and
