ADDENDUM 1 – DIRECT INTERCONNECTION
Chillicothe Telephone Company (“CTC”) and New Par and Cellco Partnerships, both d/b/a Verizon Wireless (“Verizon Wireless”) amend Section 2.1 of the “Wireless Traffic Termination Agreement Between Chillicothe Telephone Company and Verizon Wireless” to indicate that the Agreement also covers direct Local Telecommunications Traffic delivered by CTC or Verizon Wireless to the other Party at the Point of Interconnection (“POI”) designated herein.  The sole related modifications to the Agreement are:
1. Point of Interconnection.  Each Party will deliver direct Local Telecommunications Traffic subject to this Agreement to the other Party, and receive direct Local Tele-communications Traffic subject to this Agreement from the other Party, at the POI to be established at or adjacent to CTC’s central office at 68 Main Street in Chillicothe, Ohio.

2. Facilities. Unless otherwise agreed in writing, each Party is responsible for the acquisition, engineering, design, installation, sizing, operation, testing, and maintenance of the facilities necessary to deliver traffic to, and receive traffic at, its side of the POI.  The Parties agree that CTC will not be required to construct, lease or otherwise acquire any substantial new or additional network facilities to perform its obligations under this Agreement.  The Parties agree that CTC has sole discretion to employ its existing network facilities (including switches, trunks and lines) to deliver traffic to Verizon Wireless at the POI, and to transport and terminate traffic received from Verizon Wireless at the POI.  The Parties agree that Verizon Wireless has sole discretion to decide what facilities and vendors it will use to deliver traffic to CTC at the POI, and to transport and terminate traffic received from CTC at the POI.

3. SS7.  The Parties agree to use SS7 signaling and to bear the costs of doing so for their own traffic. Neither Party shall charge the other Party for any SS7-related signaling charges.

4. LERG Changes. It shall be the responsibility of each Party to program and update its own switches and network systems pursuant to the LERG guidelines to recognize and route traffic to the other Party’s assigned NPA-NIXX codes at all times. Neither Party shall impose any fees or charges whatsoever on the other Party for such activities.
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
