Dear Ms. McNeal:

On December 11, 2013, the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (“PUCO”) issued an Entry seeking comments on the rules in Ohio Adm. Code Chapter 4901:1-9.  These rules address time differentiated pricing meters, the uniform system of accounts for electric utilities, retention of records by electric utilities, electric line extensions and nuclear decommissioning reports.  The Entry established deadlines of January 7, 2014 for the filing of comments and January 21, 2014 for the filing of reply comments.  (Per Ohio Adm. Code 4901-1-7(D), comments became due on January 8, 2014, when the PUCO’s offices were closed (as a result of weather-related issues) on January 7, 2014.)

In the Entry (at 3), the PUCO noted that its Staff proposed no changes to the rules.  The Office of the Ohio Consumers’ Counsel (“OCC”) agrees, from its consumer perspective, with the PUCO Staff’s position to keep the rules in Chapter 4901:1-9 as they are.
